Who are we?

We are Lutheran Student Fellowship (LSF) at Stanford. We are also a proud Christ on Campus chapter. As a group of students and college-age individuals, we confess Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior. Why are we here?

He now comes to us in Word and Sacraments, so that we believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and believing, we have life in His Name (John 20:31).

We invite you to join us in hearing His voice, being fed from His hand, and worshipping Him in spirit and truth.
